1970s : Federal policies for road
expansion and fiscal incentives for forest
clearing.

Led by Chico Mendes, rubber tappers and
other forest-based populations struggled to
conserve forest, their livelihoods and their
culture.

Since 1999, the legacy of Chico Mendes
has been assimilated by the state

government.
A decade of diverse progressive

policies promoting the value of
standing forests and social inclusion.
